NYU Department of Rehabilitation Quick Facts

1. Salary: PGY2 $53,000-56,000; PGY3 $57,000-$61,000; PGY4 $59,000-$62,000 (As of Nov 2007. Please check official NYU website for housestaff salary update)

2. Housing: on-campus housing is available, requires application and possible waitlist. Many residents live around campus in apartments. Average price varies considerably depending on location. Other residents commute from NJ, LI, or boroughs.

3. Rotations: All rotations are split into two month segments. Currently, PGY2 rotations include Bellevue, Cardiac, Rusk, and Pediatrics.  

PGY3 rotations include Bellevue, Manhattan VA, Hospital for Joint Disease (HJD), EMG, peds, cardiac, and possibly Rusk floor chief.

PGY4 rotations include Brooklyn VA, EMG, elective, and possibly administrative chief.

4. Call: varies by location and by year of training. In brief:

 Rusk/Cardiac/Peds: PGY2 9 (Q7), PGY3 6, PGY4 3 calls in 2 months; 

 Bellevue: same as above;

 MVa no overnight call (home call for 2 wks in 2 months); 

 BVa no call; 

 HJD overnight call only on weekends, home call otherwise.

5. Inpt vs. Outpt: In general, PGY2s will rotate through outpt clinics in all of their rotations, especially Bellevue. 

PGY3s will do all outpt, except while are at HJD (1 month inpt), cardiac (6 wks inpt), pediatrics (4 wks inpt), or Rusk floor chief (all inpt). 

PGY4s will do all outpt, unless they are administrative chief 

6. Resident Involvement: Residents have ample opportunity to be involved in a number of residency leadership tracks, as well with research opportunities (9 residents attended the national AAP conference to present in Feb. 2008).

7. Fellowships: Each year, NYU residents excel in obtaining fellowships. In 2007, the graduating class had 9 residents accepted for fellowships. For 2008, 8 were accepted, and for 2009, 7 have already been accepted.
